 Redemption is centred in a MAN

 Moses=Christ

 Egypt=World

 Pharaoh=Satan

 Israel=Man (enslaved)



Moses like Christ
 Born in danger
 Reared in obscurity
 One glimpse before “call”
 Came to his own – rejected
 Took “Gentile bride”
 Re-appeared in darkest hour
 Demonstration of Divine Power
 “Let My people go...”!!!
 Delivered his people...
 Deut 18:15 “...like unto me”



Moses’ life...
 Baby in Basket (2)
 Man in Middle
 Marriage of Moses
 Mission of Moses (3)
 Misgivings of Moses (excuses)
 Mistake of Moses (4) – no circum
 Meetings of Moses
 Liberating the people (5-13)
 Leading the people (14-17), etc.



Moses’ life...

 First 40 years: “SOMETHING”

 Next 40 years: “NOTHING”

 Last 40 years: What God can do 
with a “NOTHING”...!

Passover Lamb!
 Redemption by Blood.

 Each individual must personally 
shelter behind the blood.

 Lamb without spot...

 Date of death by divine decree.



Exodus

 First song in the Bible!

 Salvation and Song go together...

 It’s one thing to get out of Egypt –
it’s another thing to get Egypt out 
of you...!



Exodus
The Law!

 All was by grace, then came the law (at Mt Sinai)
 Purpose of law: show sin + show God’s holiness
 Moral law: why holiness important
 Ceremonial law: how holiness impart
 Moral law: reveals human heart can’t produce 

holiness
 Ceremonial law: with sacrifices/offerings point to 

Christ who alone kept the moral law and whose 
blood alone can cleanse from sin
