 The Conquest of Canaan, as described in the book of 

Joshua, is a picture of how the Lord wants me to enter 

the life of Victory in Jesus - and remain victorious over 

all sins and self and spirits of evil.

 “Joshua” comes from “Hoshea” (salvation) or “Jehoshua” 

(the Lord’s salvation)

 Anticipation (in Deuteronomy) leads to Realization (in 

Joshua)!
